UAE Deputy Minister of Defence to Lead Senior Delegation of Officials at Dubai Defence Summit

The UAE Ministry of Defence has confirmed that Deputy Minister of Defence His Excellency Obaid Muhammad Abdullah Al Kabi will be the lead UAE representative at the forthcoming UAE Advanced Defence & Security Technology Summit.

The summit, which takes place in Dubai on 27-28 April under the patronage of the UAE Ministry of Defence, is an inaugural showpiece that will welcome ministers, chiefs of staff, military commanders and director generals from the Gulf region, NATO countries and other leading global powers, to meet with global corporate defence and security contractors and solution providers.

Strong representation has already been confirmed from the GCC countries, including the likes of Bahrain, Iraq, Jordan, Kuwait and Saudi Arabia, while the US Department of Defence is also sending a lead delegation to discuss its defence and security priorities within the Gulf. This line-up of high level officials is further complimented by attendance from leading NATO countries such as the UK and France and emerging global powers such as Brazil, India, Pakistan and China.

The summit comes at a time when the UAE is looking to modernise its armed forces with the world's most sophisticated defence equipment. Examples of this can be seen with the recent $4 billion deals signed with global defence contractors for the purchase of anti-missile defence technologies.
Senior UAE defence officials will also be attending from the Armed Forces, the Air Force, Dubai Police, the Critical National Infrastructure Authority (CNIA) and the National Crisis & Emergency Management Authority (NCEMA), as the UAE looks to take a lead on defence and security issues within the Gulf.

The summit utilises a unique format that provides the opportunity for companies to engage in pre-scheduled private meetings with senior decision makers and procurement officials, following various keynote addresses, which serve to outline technological and contractual priorities. It represents the first of what is expected to become an annual fixture on the UAE calendar.

With only the highest level of officials participating from across the globe, representation is strongly recommended for all commercial operators looking to hold high level discussions with procurement leaders from the global defence sector.
